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The Professional Guidance Needs among
a Sample of University Students in Jordan

ABSTRACT:

The present study aimed to identify the professional guidance needs
among a sample of university students and reveal the differences in the
professional guidance needs due to the faculty and the gender
variables. The study sample consisted of (696) students from Irbid
University Faculty and Al-Hosn University Faculty in the bachelor's
stage at Al-Balga Applied University. The study made use of the
professional guidance needs scale prepared by (Hayajneh, Alhamad
and Others, 2020). Furthermore, the validity and reliability of the scale
were reassured. For analyzing the study data, the researchers used the
following statistical methods: the arithmetic means, standard
deviations, ¢ test, Alpha Cronbach Coefficient, Pearson correlation
coefficient. The results of the study revealed that the level of the
professional guidance among the students was at a high degree and
there were no differences in the professional guidance needs attributed
to gender. There were no differences in the professional counseling
needs attributed to the faculty. The study recommended the need to
strengthen, develop and satisfy the professional guidance needs of the
university students and attention to the professional tendencies and
preparations when choosing the academic and professional
specialization.
