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A Proposal from Social Work Perspective for Modifying
Female Social Work Students’ Attitudes Towards the
Profession in light of Digital Transformation

ABSTRACT

This study aimed at preparing a proposal from a social work
perspective to modify the cognitive, behavioral, and emotional
attitudes of female social work students toward the profession. The
results of the study indicated that the level of cognitive attitudes
among social work students at the girls’ college in Assiut was
moderate with a mean of (2.87), and the level of emotional attitudes
was also moderate with a mean of (2.72). In the same direction came
the behavioral attitudes among the social work students at the girls’
college in Assiut, where it was moderate with a mean of (2.80). The
study also produced a proposal from the social work perspective for
modifying the cognitive, emotional, and behavioral attitudes of female
social work students. The study recommended that there is a need to
develop the awareness of female students who plan to join the social
work profession. It also recommended paying attention to the social
work role in all aspects of social life, which is reflected in the students’
attitudes towards the profession.
